Psalm 136 The Great Hallel
Play dreidel (each round players put a piece of chocolate candy in the “pot”)
Nes (miracle) — Take no gelt (chocolate candy) from pot
Gadol (great) — Take all candy from the pot
Hayah (happened) — Take half of the candy from the pot
Sham (there) — Put one piece of candy in the pot

Eat sufganyot (jelly doughnuts)

Eat latkes (potato pancakes with onions fried) with apple sauce or sour cream

Sing Hanukkah songs if musically inclined
